Congratulations to Grants Pass High School HOSA (Health Occupations Students of America)  
Organization for registering 185 students, teachers and staff on the Donor Registry in 
January!  Their activities included:  

• Hosting guest speakers from Donate Life Northwest for 6 Health Occupations and 
Emergency Care classes 

• Hanging donation-related posters around the school 

• Featuring announcements about donation and the registration drive on their morning 
announcements and school TV station 

• Staffing information/registration tables during lunch periods for 3 days 

• Faculty advisor sending a district-wide e-mail announcement to all faculty and staff  

• Featuring two handprint art projects symbolizing the number of people added daily to 
the organ waiting list, the number who die while waiting, and the number of lives one 
person could save by registering as a donor. 

 

 

12 Weeks of Giving and National Donor Sabbath Wrap Up 

  

November 2 – Feb. 4, we enlisted the help of Workplace Partners, also known as 
Community Champions, to increase donor designations in Oregon and SW Washington.  
Partners included hospitals, blood banks, credit unions, hair salons, school district unions, 
engineering and law firms, and manufacturers.  

   

What did we learn?  Tracking signups continues to be a challenge, BUT: 
- 570 people checked “Employer” in the registry dropdown box; we don’t know how many 
hundreds of others did not.   
- 30 faith communities participated, 315 people checked “Church/Synagogue/Temple”; 
we don’t know how many hundreds did not.  
- At least 75 people signed up on the registry as a result of the Lake Oswego Community 
Challenge.  
- Through the efforts of law firm Duffy Kekel, we acquired 26 new law firm partners and 
the support of the Oregon Bar Association. Thanks to them, all Estate Planners and Elder 
Law attorneys received information about the donor registry in their online newsletters.
