A High Blood Pressure*

Due to systemic racism and health
iInequities, Hispanic, African, Asian, and
Native Americans are up to 3x more
likely to suffer from these conditions.

* Can be prevented or delayed by staying at a healthy weight, eating well, and getting exercise.

Criteria for Organ Donation

A Donor died in a hospital.

A Donor was placed on mechanical

ventilator prior to death.

A Blood and oxygen continue to flow through the
vital organs.

A Donor died due to severe brain damage.

A Electricity, blood and oxygen irreversibly cease to
flow.



Criteria for Tissue Donation

A Donor died at home, in a care facility, or
In a hospital.

A Donor does not need to be placed on a
mechanical ventilator prior to death.

A Donor died due to a variety of causes
